Via car:

From downtown Washington:

Take Massachusetts Avenue north. Turn right onto Wisconsin Avenue. The Cathedral is
on your immediate right.

From Maryland and the north:

Take 1-95 to 1-495 west/Outerloop/the Capital Beltway in the direction of Silver Spring.
Take exit 34 to Wisconsin Avenue south. The Cathedral will be approximately 6 1/ 2
miles on your left.

From Virginia and the south:
Take 1-495 north/Innerloop/ The Capital Beltway over the American Legion Bridge into
Maryland and take the Wisconsin Avenue/Bethesda exit. The Cathedral will be
approximately 6 1/2 miles on your left.

OR
Take the Memorial Bridge to the Lincoln Memorial, bearing right onto Rock Creek
Parkway. Follow Parkway to Massachusetts Avenue, turning left onto Massachusetts
Avenue. Then follow directions from downtown as above.

Via Metrorail and Metrobus:

As you get on Metrorail, be sure to get a free bus transfer as you board. Then take the
Metrorail Red Line to the Tenleytown/AU station. Exit on the west side of Wisconsin
Avenue. Take any "30" series bus (# 30, #32, #34 or #36) going south on Wisconsin
Avenue. Ride approximately one and a half miles south on Wisconsin Avenue to the
Cathedral. (This is a downhill walk, if you prefer to "hoof it.")

Parking

Ample parking is available in the new public parking garage on the grounds of the
Washington National Cathedral. The garage is open seven days a week, from 7: 00
a.m. until 11: 00 p.m. All visitors should use the garage® main entrance off Wisconsin
Avenue, which is located at the Wisconsin Avenue traffic light near Hearst Hall. Visitors
will pull a ticket as they enter and will pay before returning to their car at one of the
ticket machines located near the elevators on the 1st and 2nd floors. Rates are as
follows:

Monday-Friday: $3.00 per hour/$12. 00 maximum. Flat fee of $3.00 from 4:00 p.m.
until 11: 00 p.m.

Saturday: Flat fee of $4.00 for the day until 11: 00 p.m.

Sunday: Parking is free to all visitors until 11: 00 p.m.

We ask that all visitors to National Cathedral School park in the Cathedral
parking garage, and avoid parking on neighborhood streets.
Furthermore, we ask that visitors not use the Woodley Road entrance to
the garage. Thank you for your cooperation.
